FORGIVENESS
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The offense of another produces \ ‘
hurt to the offended. Simultaneocusly, guilt is laid by God upon the

offennder’'s conscience, but the offended also lavs guilt on the offender.

The offended person is emotionally and spiritualls BOUND
to the offender by unforgiveness. Such a grudge sustains
the hurt the offended person feels.
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This bondage can never be broken (no matter how much distance is put between them) except by

forgiveness. The offender should ask to be forgiven, but he may never do so. Conseguently, the
offended must initiate forgiveness.



BEERA

The offender’s guilt can only be remowved by the
offended, who TAKES THE HURT UroO~N HIMSELF

(whether it is reguested or not) and gives up the
right to blame the other person for what he /she is.

This is forgiveness.

The offended person then gives the offense, the
hurt, the grudge and the offender —to God.
